* F.F. 2007 Western Regional  Conference Report  
Rose and Joe Phelan attended the regional  conference in Las Vegas, June 12 -14.

and Rose Phelan, our Vice President, reported on it. 

   The conference  is held annually for club officers and interested others coming from the 14 FF clubs of Hawaii, NV, AZ and CA. It’s hosted each year by a different club; our club hosted in March 2003. This year, Atlanta sent George Brown, Pres. of FFI.  George Brown led a workshop on Exchange Director Training. This included different models for future exchanges.  One example: some Exchange Directors are now taking responsibility for just the week(s) with the other club and not dealing with travel, etc. It’s up to the participants to get to and from the exchange on their own. 
 Another model has the ED handling the week(s) with the other club plus travel and/or tours and requiring everyone to do the same thing –this is essentially the traditional model. The third model was like the second except people could travel independently if they wished using mileage, etc. Flexibility was stressed.

    For  training ED’s. Pres. Brown used a Video  and a handbook which has already been distributed to each American club. Chris Smith recently put on a training program for potential future EDs for our club using some of this material.  

   The Recruitment workshop stressed how we (individuals as well as the club) should always have information available to give to anyone who voices interest. People were really impressed to learn that the Sacramento club had almost doubled in size in the past year.  I explained about publicity, the wonderful Friendship Day and Chris Smith’s on-going efforts.   ( continued)
     The Leadership Workshop stressed that members have different styles and skills and it is important to recognize these differences and to build on them. For instance, jobs requiring detail should go to people who like detail. Matching jobs with the skills and strengths of members is not always easy to do, but we should remember that we do not all operate the same way. We need to cut each other some slack if  our styles clash.

   At dinner, George Brown spoke on the Future Plans of FF; he announced some new clubs are expected to come on line in places like Slovenia, New Zealand and three in Canada. China and Morocco are also possibilities that they are exploring. Atlanta also has two Bridge Building programs bringing teachers from Thailand and Indonesia to the US. 
Legacy Fund monies are helping to subsidize these programs and strengthen our relations with those countries. Our world is changing, so our club must change also, with perhaps the biggest change being working more with the Muslim world. 

   The third day, the group had a paddlewheel cruise of Lake Mead with a picnic lunch and visit to a State Park in the foothills  around Las Vegas, with picnic dinner and  outdoor Ragtime music concert. These conferences are a great way to network with other clubs, 
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to learn what  Is going on in Atlanta, and to see how other clubs are dealing with mutual type problems. Next year’s conference will be in San Diego. Maybe you should go
